PEER REVISION CRITERIA

Project #1: You have just seen Romeo and Juliet at the Globe Theater.  You are to write a letter to your great-great-great-great-great-great-grandchildren describing your experience. 

The peer revision group reads the letter from the point of view of a great-great-great-great-great-great-grandchild of the letter-writer, asking the following questions: 
●Is the letter believable?
●Does it include at least three references to Romeo and Juliet?

●Does the letter enable you to see, hear, smell, touch, and taste what the letter-writer is experiencing?
Project #2: You are a journalist writing a newspaper article comparing and contrasting the feud between the Montagues and the Capulets with the feud between the Hatfields and the McCoys.  You conclude with your assessment of the relationship, if any, between feuds, street/school violence, war, or another contemporary form of fighting.
The peer revision group reads the article from the point of view of the editor, asking the following questions:
●Does the writer include interesting details?

●Does the writer make important connections between the two feuds, and between feuds and some form of contemporary violence, or are they trivial?
●Does the article conclude with a hawk’s-eye view of the issue?

Project #3: You are a television scriptwriter with a terrific idea for adapting the story of Romeo and Juliet to the setting of one of your favorite TV shows.  You write a persuasive proposal to the producer outlining your ideas.


The peer revision group reads the proposal from the point of view of the producer, asking the following questions:

●Does the proposal contain convincing evidence that enough viewers will watch it so that it is worth producing it?

●Do you have a clear understanding of what the writer is proposing?

●Would you want to watch the show yourself?

Project #4: You are a playwright and have just been commissioned to rewrite the ending of Romeo and Juliet.


The peer revision group reads the proposal/script from the point of view of the person who has commissioned the play, asking the following questions:

●Is the plot logical, believable, and consistent with what has already happened in the play?

●Does the play say something significant about human existence?
●Would you want to watch the play yourself?
